  The Mole Valley Railway was featured in the December 2007 issue of Garden Railway’s magazine. 
This line has over 1000 ft. of Aristo stainless steel track and is set in the 1930’s-1940’s Colorado with 
a small Bavarian village as a featured tourist stop. Pacific Coast Garden Railway Supply and Garden 
Texture are the main source for the buildings. PLEASE NOTE THAT THE MOLE’S LAYOUT 
REQUIRES ADVANCE RESERVATIONS! 
  The Lizard Mountain Railroad is very nice layout featuring scale sized plantings. The trains 
complement the garden and visa versa. The buildings are all lighted. The railroad has over 400 feet of 
track. There are two 100 foot loops that run parallel to each other, a 120 foot loop, a 80 foot trolley 
line and a 15 foot reversing switching siding. The railroad has two towns. Canyon City is the large 
town with over 15 buildings and Lidville is a smaller town served by the trolley line. This layout was

  The Vines Garden Railroad has a super metal bridge that the train uses to cross a running stream. 
This layout is so large that it has its own club to operate it. www.vinesgardenrailroad.com  is where 
you can find all the specifics on this layout that operates anything from battery power to track power 
and includes occasional live steam. 
  The owner of the Decktown and Bigstump Railroad has his own train installation service and his 
expertise shows in the layout. The Decktown and Bigstump is a 300' reverse loop layout with a 
separate logging line along the side of my yard in a natural wooded setting. Features include bridges, 
trestles, tunnels, a waterfall and some scratch built buildings. You can go to
